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Spring 2 - Prayer

The children continued to learn about prayer. They learnt that
the Lord’s Prayer is the Christian family prayer. We used the
Google Earth to ‘travel’ to the Holy Land and visit the Church
of Pater Noster. We could see that in this church in Jerusalem
there are translations of the Lord’s Prayer in [40 languages all
inscribed on colourful ceramic plaques and used to decorate the

walls.

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We listened to the story of Daniel’s and the lions Den. Daniel
was thrown into the lions because he refused to pray to anyone
or anything other than the one true God. We heard that God
rescues Daniel, his faithful servant. We made lions masks and
made out own prayer den.

We then learnt that People of world faiths pray in similar and
different ways. We looked at Islamic prayer mats and learnt
that people pray kneeling on these special prayer mats.

The children looked at the
detailed patterns on the
mats. They took their shoes
off to go on them.

Some children made their
own prayer mats in our DT
area.
